Ravibandhu Vidyapathy

Born into a strong family lineage of respected Sri Lankan visual artists and
traditional performers, Ravibandhu Vidyapathy is a dancer, choreographer
and master percussionist. He was taught traditional Sri Lankan percussion
from two of the countries most revered masters – Piyasara Shilpadhipathi
and Punchiguru.  With a penchant for successfully combining the older rhythmic techniques with modern  methods, Ravibandhu has regularly integrated other
styles, such as jazz and western classical music into his performances

Since forming his own school and dance company in 1984, Ravibandhu
has established a renowned reputation for his experimental choreography based
on ancient Indian epics(Ramayana), Greek Classics (Oedipus), time honoured 
Japanese plays (Dajaji) and Shakespearean dramas (Macbeth, Romeo and Juliet).
